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The 1901 census return (below) for the Wootten family shows them living in the Rose and Crown in Gre:
Thurlow and William was listed asibg an Innkeeper and Brewer.
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The family had been running this Inn since at least 1871 when William aged 26 was listed as Innkeeper a
offering lodgings to agricultural labourers. Neither William nor his wife Jane were local to Thurlow.

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Jane came from Melton Mowbray, Leicestershire. They married in 1868 in Cambridge where Jane had be
working as a barmaid in The Red Lion, Petty Cury.

(Construction worlon the Lion Yard centre, which is bounded by St Andrew's Street, Corn Exchange Stre
and Petty Cury, commenced in 1970 and contained a library,-stofgy car park and magistrates' court.
For many years a central feature of the atrium was a largeevpilar with the statue of a large very red
lion on the top of it, safely out of easy reach.

The Thurlow

brewery was situated behind thRose and Crow(now

closed). Brewing had started by 1874 and ceased on the

demise of William Wootten in 1910. The brewery and

five public houses were subsequently sold to F.C.

Christmas & Co in 1913 for £4,100.

The Rose & Crown was situated on The Street, Great
Thurlow This pub closed during the 1980s and was earlier
known simply as The Crown. It is now a residential

property.

Moving back to 95 High Street, the home and business address of the Reece family, it was easy to establ
that this was on the opposite end dtiie terrace where Pryke the Butcher was located on the corner of
Duddery Road.These two photos of the West End Sunday School parade clearly shows the premises wit
the name board on the side of the building.
